The Sand Ceremony
The Unity Sand Ceremony is a beautiful way to express your unity as a couple. As you get ready to plan the picture-perfect wedding, your mind may be focused on a hundred different things: the dress, the rings, the cake. Still, you realize that the most important feature of your wedding…the reason you’re getting married in the first place…is your union. And one of the best ways to celebrate that union is with your own unique Unity Sand Ceremony – perfect for the beach theme wedding! 

You’ve probably seen the unity candle ceremony before. The Unity Sand Ceremony works according to a similar principle:  the unity sand container shows your union…this beach wedding idea is a lasting symbol of your love…and it’s tailor-made for beach weddings.  is an impressive sign of your union. Every time you look at the unity sand, you’ll be reminded of what brought the two of you together…and of a love that will last a lifetime.

The Sand Ceremony Brings About Family Unity
A family sand ceremony is more than just a union of two people – it’s also a union of two families. It can be particularly appropriate for blended families in which the bride and the groom both already have children.  This ceremony symbolizes family harmony and the beauty of the marriage bond. This beach wedding supply can say things that mere words cannot.

The Family Unity Ceremony can be critically important for children, who might otherwise feel left out of the wedding ceremony.  They need the reassurance that they are still a part of a family – and that that family is growing into something truly unique and beautiful.  The Unity Sand Ceremony provides such assurance.

Not Just For a Windy Beach But For Any Place At All!
The Unity Sand Ceremony is undoubtedly convenient for outdoor weddings due to the convenience of pouring sand as opposed to lighting candles. However, many couples opt for the Unity Sand Ceremony regardless of whether the wedding is indoors or outdoors. Couples just love the resulting keepsake they get to preserve and display later.

One way to do the Sand Ceremony, is to have two containers, one on each side of a larger one, with different colored sand (each of the two colors represent your families). Select a special, larger vase, one that you will keep forever, filled about 1/3 the way with white sand.  (The foundation of your marriage is Christ, represented by the white sand.)

If you want mothers to participate this is how we do it so the flow is smooth. The groom's mom is escorted in and seated.  The Bride's mom is escorted in then is joined by the groom's mom.  They walk together to the "altar" where they place the smaller vases, which contain different color sand (representing the two families) on either side of the large vase, and then they return to their seats. As soon as the moms are seated, the processional starts with the attendants etc. 

This ceremony takes place at the same time a unity candle ceremony would be done.  It is the same concept, but instead of lighting the unity candle together, you both pour your sand in, blending the sand.  You can then, have your pastor say something to the effect, "that your marriage is built on the training, faith etc. you received from your families as you were growing up and you are now combining those traits to create your own family".  (Anything that would be said before lighting a unity candle will also work.)
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
